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After the death of Joshua, the people should have lived obediently under the Law of God. Because they did not, the Lord raised up temporary leaders called Judges to bring them back to God. When the nation continued to decline morally and spiritually, God finally gave them a king. The book of Judges reveals our need for a Savior and King. It demonstrates—
